The book The Spiritual Exercisesis arecord of
his experiences at the time of his
conversion.

The main tenets of Ignatian Spirituality may be
summed up as follows:

Christocentric - Ignatius adopted as his way,
the way of life as modeled by Christ.

Experience of Christ — Not the Christ of his-
tory but rather the Christ of mystery.
The Christ who dwells within each one
of us.

Discernment — the Exercises enable us to
discern the action of God in our persona
life and in the choices we makein life.

Ignatius was not a man of the 21% century.
His life bridged the 15™ and 16™ centuries but
his spirituality is certainly in tune with the spiri-
tual needs of today in the 21%
century.
